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TIPPECANOE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MEETING
OCTOBER 6, 2003

The Tippecanoe County Commissioners met on Monday, October 6, 2003 at 10:00 A.M. in the Tippecanoe Room in the County
Office Building. Commissioners present were: President KD Benson, Vice President Ruth E. Shedd, and Member John L. Knochel.
Also present were: Auditor Robert A. Plantenga, Commissioners’ Assistant Jennifer Weston, County Attorney David W. Luhman, and
Secretary Pauline E. Rohr.

President Benson called the meeting to order and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

e Commissioner Shedd moved to approve the minutes of the September 15, 2003 Regular Meeting, seconded by Commissioner
Knochel; motion carried.

APPROVAL OF ACCOUNTS PAYABLE VOUCHERS

e Upon the recommendation of Commissioners' Assistant Weston, Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the Accounts Payable
Vouchers as submitted for the periods ending September 19, 2003, September 24, 2003, September 26, 2003, October 3, 2003,
and October 6, 2003, seconded by Commissioner Shedd; motion carried.

HIGHWAY: Executive Director Mark Albers
ENGINEERING DESIGN SERVICES AGREEMENT: H. Stewart Kline & Associates, Inc.

Mr. Albers requested approval of this Agreement in the amount of $44,790.33 for engineering design services for the rehabilitation of

Bridge #138 on CR 900 E over the middle fork of Wildcat Creek. Mr. Albers said the lighter weight of the geo composite bridge deck
should prolong the life of the bridge structure. This project is in conjunction with Purdue University and INDOT (Indiana Department
of Transportation).

e Commissioner Shedd moved to approve the Engineering Design Services Agreement with H. Stewart Kline & Associates, Inc. for
the bridge project, seconded by Commissioner Knochel; motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING: Vacation of CR 550 E between Frontage Road and South to the end.

Shaw Farms LLC requested the vacation of CR 550 E to open a triangular piece of their property. Mr. Albers said closing the road,
which is narrow and substandard, will not landlock the residence located at the south end of it because a farm lane runs south to CR
200 S.

Representing the petitioners, Kelley and Gutherie Carr, Attorney Dan Teder objected to the vacation of CR 550 E which he thinks is in
excellent condition with an approximate value of $200,000. In his opinion, this road provides the only access to the house. He said
the Carrs' parents were told by previous Commissioners that there would always be access as long as the house was occupied but, if
this access is denied, the house cannot be rented. He requested continuance of an access road that will support emergency vehicles and
maintenance of that road until the land is developed as a result of the rezoning process.

President Benson asked if the petitioners are willing to grant temporary access to the County to make the lane into a suitable access.
Mr. Teder said the road to CR 200 S is only a lane and he believes borings will be required to determine if the land is stable enough to
hold a roadway.

Petitioner Kelley Carr said the wind direction causes drifting on the lane to CR 200 S and it is unacceptable to expect the current
resident to maintain it. He encouraged the Commissioners to keep the earlier promise to his parents.

Mr. Albers responded that CR 550 E is deficient because of its 14' width and poor drainage and, because of the lack of turnaround
space, the US Postal Service will no longer deliver mail to the house. He said an entrance to the farm lane is in place to the south and
thinks it would be wise to do some test borings. In his opinion, it will be more costly to maintain CR 550 E than to provide an
adequate road to the south.

Commissioner Shedd asked if there is documentation of the commitment by previous Commissioners. Mr. Albers said he has found
none.

Mr. Teder said the petitioners will provide the County access to conduct borings and make the lane into a usable road to the south. He
estimated the lane will be used only a short time because he anticipates a rezone request for the land in the near future.

Mr. Carr expressed his concern that the quality of the lane will be sufficient to handle emergency equipment in inclement weather.

Commissioner Shedd said, if the County improves the lane to CR 200 S it will still be a private roadway and, in her opinion, the
County should not maintain a private road. Commissioner Knochel disagreed because, if the County is vacating a public road that
provides access to this property, he thinks the County should improve the lane to CR 200 S and maintain it. He suggested entering
into a temporary agreement with the Carrs to reconstruct the lane and maintain it. Commissioner Knochel asked Mr. Albers to take
borings on the lane and, until there is an agreement, he said he is opposed to vacating CR 550 E.

Mr. Albers said he can probably take borings on the lane and report at the October 20" meeting. Mr. Carr said he is agreeable to
allowing the County to take borings.

e Commissioner Shedd moved to table action on the vacation of CR 550 E until further information is received, seconded by
Commissioner Knochel; motion carried.

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SUBDIVISION VARIANCE: Rubright SD : William F. & Judy A. Rubright

Representing the petitioners, Roger Fine of John Fisher & Associates requested a variance to waive the required half-width
improvements for the CR 250 W frontage. The Rubrights want to create two (2) additional lots for their daughters but, because the
parcelization and minor subdivision rights were used by prior owners in the 1980's, the Rubrights were told this has to be a major
subdivision. After speaking with Highway Director Mark Albers, Mr. Fine said it will cost approximately $6,000 to make the half-
width improvements to approximately 800' of frontage on CR 250 W. Since the Rubrights don't intend to sell the lots, they request a
release from the half-width improvements which they also believe would present a safety hazard.

Mr. Albers confirmed that this road is not on the Highway Department's schedule for improvement.

e Commissioner Shedd moved to approve the variance to waive half-width improvements for CR 250 W, seconded by Commissioner
Knochel; motion carried.
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ORDINANCE 2003-43-CM: Z-2146, Terry Robbins A to RIA
Ordinance 2003-43-CM will appear in its entirety in the Ordinance and Resolution Book in the County Auditor's Office.
e Commissioner Shedd moved to hear and approve Ordinance 2003-43-CM, seconded by Commissioner Knochel.

Representing the petitioner, Bob Gross of R W Gross & Associates requested a zoning change for 1.54 acres from A to R1A. The
petitioner plans a 3-lot major subdivision on 2.27 acres but .729 acres is already zoned R1A. The subdivision will be located on the
south side of CR 500 S, south east of Mayflower Elementary School. City utilities will be available.

e The motion to approve Ordinance 2003-43-CM passed 3 - 0.
PUBLIC DEFENDER: Amy Hutchison
REQUEST: Contractual to Regular Part-time

Mrs. Hutchison requested regular part-time status for seven (7) of the contractual Public Defenders so they can qualify for Health
Insurance. She currently has three (3) regular part-time and eight (8) contractual Public Defenders. Although 30 hours per week is
required for regular part-time status, Mrs. Hutchison estimated the contractual employees average 25 to 30 hours per week. One law
firm, Helmerick & Smith, prefers to remain on a contractual basis. Mrs. Hutchison said she thinks she has been unable to fill a vacant
contractual position because of large caseloads and low salary. She is requesting a salary increase to $32,000 for the 10 regular part-
time positions which will cost an additional $17,734 for 2003 and $133,833 for 2004.

Attorney Luhman pointed out that Pauper Attorney costs in the courts will continue to increase if there are not enough Public
Defenders. Commissioner Knochel said he would like to see an estimate of the savings in Pauper Attorney expense if these positions
become regular part-time. President Benson said she thinks it will be cheaper to pay a Public Defender $25 per hour rather than a
private attorney $60 per hour.

Attorney Luhman wondered if it would be beneficial to have full time rather than part-time Public Defenders. Mrs. Hutchison said she
would favor that option if they were willing to commit to a minimum stay of three (3) years since there is a learning curve.

Commissioner Knochel acknowledged the need but thinks this is an expensive alternative that will need funding approval by the County
Council. He suggested holding a Special Commissioners' Meeting during the Council's Regular Meeting on October 14" to discuss the
alternatives.

Mrs. Hutchison volunteered to check court claims for Pauper Attorney costs.
CONTRACTUAL AGREEMENT: Susan Snyder

Mrs. Hutchison requested approval of the Contractual Agreement with Susan Snyder, an attorney with the law firm of Helmerick &
Smith, to serve as a Public Defender from August 16, 2003 through and including December 31, 2003 at a cost of $1,103.67 per claim
period.

e Commissioner Shedd moved to approve the Contractual Agreement with Susan Snyder to serve as a Public Defender, seconded by
Commissioner Knochel; motion carried.

COURT SERVICES: Creation Drug Court Coordinator Position
Human Resources Director Frank Cederquist recommended tabling this request because it involves a reclassification issue.

e Commissioner Shedd moved to table the request for the creation of a Drug Court Coordinator position, seconded by Commissioner
Knochel; motion carried.

JUVENILE ALTERNATIVES: Position Change Requests: Cathy Smith

Ms Smith requested the de-authorization of a full time Crew Leader position and the authorization of two (2) regular part-time Crew
Leader positions. Currently, the full time Crew Leader supervises the Juvenile Community Service Program Monday through Friday
and part-time workers supervise the program on the week-ends but, due to low pay, there is a frequent turn-over. Ms Smith thinks
there will be more consistency in the program and less turn-over of staff if two regular part-time supervisors are hired to cover the
seven days.

¢ Commissioner Shedd moved to de-authorize the full time Crew Leader position and create two (2) 30 hour regular part-time Crew
Leader positions, seconded by Commissioner Knochel; motion carried.

BOARD OF ELECTION & REGISTRATION: Election Contract & Approval of Voting Places

e Commissioner Shedd moved to approve the form of the one day Election Contract for Poll Workers for the City Election on
November 4, 2003 and the polling places, seconded by Commissioner Knochel; motion carried.
