CHANGE ORDERS: 2003 Bridge Rehabilitation Project 

Change Order #1 increased the amount $20,692.03 because replacing the deck was determined to be a better long term repair due to 
the excessive amount of bad concrete discovered during bridge deck patching. 

Change Order #2 reduced the amount $875.60 following quantity changes due to ýeld measurements varying from the original plan 
and the elimination of Bridges #6 and #25 from the contract. Mr. Albers said both change orders will adjust the total contract amount 
from $850,000 to $869,816.43.

Attorney Luhman read portions of the Ordinance listing those roads on which the present speed limit of 55 miles per hour is greater 
than was found to be reasonable or safe under existing conditions.
