Change Order #3 is for lengthened pipes, addition of a pipe section, a new casting, and additional work on a drainage structure for a total of 
$5,759.32. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve Change Order #3 for the South River Road Project in the amount of $5,759.32, seconded by 
Commissioner Shedd; motion carried. 

Change Order #4 is for additional milling to the road before paving with new asphalt and the addition of compacted aggregate to the 
shoulders for a total of $29,698.46. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve Change Order #4 for the South River Road Project in the amount of $29,698.46, seconded by 
Commissioner Shedd; motion carried. 

Change Order #5 is for lengthening a pipe, relocating a drainage structure to correct a drainage problem, and payment for temporary 
concrete barriers for a total of $9,847.47. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve Change Order #5 for the South River Road Project in the amount of $9,947.47, seconded by 
Commissioner Shedd; motion carried.
