APPROVAL OF MINUTES

RESOLUTION 99-26-CM 

A study conducted to look at routes for extending McCarty Lane from CR 500 E to SR 26 E in the vicinity of CR 675 E resulted in three 
alignments labeled scheme 1 scheme 2, and scheme 3. A public hearing was held last fall to discuss possible alignments. The next step 
will be to ask Area Plan to add the selected scheme to the Thoroughfare Plan which will allow it to become a pan of the federal aid 
highway system and therefore be eligible for federal funding. Passage 'of Resolution 99-26-CM by the Commissioners is necessary to stan 
this process. 

Attorney Busch read the Resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 99-26-CM 

WHEREAS, the Tippecanoe County Board of Commissioners have caused a study of alignments for the extension of McCarty 
Lane (County Road 100 South) to be developed and that study is now complete; and 

WHEREAS, the study calls for an extension of McCarty Lane (County Road 100 South) from County Road 500 East eastward 
to connect with State Route 26 in the vicinity of County Road 675 East; and 

WHEREAS, the extension of McCarty Lane (County Road 100 South) will beneýt the community through ease of travel and 
anticipate a development; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners wishes to move forward to designate and protect an alignment of McCarty Lane 
(County Road 100 South) in the face of impending development of that area of the County; and 

WHEREAS, the Tippecanoe County Board of Commissioners is desirous of making these changes to the future highway 
network of the area, corresponding to the proposal. 

_ NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Tippecanoe County, Indiana, that the 
Tippecanoe County Board of Commissioners as a member of the administrative committee of the Greater Lafayette Area Transportation 
and Development Study hereby requests the Area Plan Commission of Tippecanoe County to consider, hold hearings, and make 
recommendations to amend the Adopted Th0roughfare_Plan, a part of the Comprehensive Plan for Tippecanoe County, to show a new 
road extension, McCarty Lane (County Road 100 South), from County Road 500 East eastward to connect with State Route 26 in the 
vicinity of County Road 675 East, as recommended in the adopted transportation plan for 2015; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Tippecanoe County Board of Commissioners hereby requests that the Area Plan 
Commission of Tippecanoe County, as the MPO, in consultation with the County Highway Executive Director prepare the 
documentation and designate this proposed route as part of the federal aid highway system, making it eligible for future federal 
assistance. 

This Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its passage and signing.
